Academy Award winning actress Shelley 

Winters, it was no surprise to the publish-

ers at Podunk Press to learn that Ms.

Lensing for Arnold Schwartzenegger’s 

latest action-adventure pic, “A Splotch of 

Red” is scheduled to begin "...just as soon 

as we get the insurance policies in place, 

which are the greatest expense of the 

movie”. 

Schwartzenegger referred to one policy in 

particular - that of legendary actress Shel-

ley Winters (who will do her own stunts for 

the flick) as “...holding things up a little”. 

During a routine interview with 

Schwartzenegger, reporters wanted to 

know why he chose Ms. Winters for the 

part of “Kenya”, a day care worker who 

unwittingly gets involved in a secret plot to 

replace the Secretary of Education with an 

imposter. 

“I’ve always wanted to work with Shelley 

Winters, but of course I would never insult 

such a talent by asking her to do the kind 

of thing I do. When I heard she was look-

ing for something fun to do for a change, I 

sent her the script and she immediately 

accepted.  

And, well, you know, I saw her swim in 

‘Poseidon Adventure’ and knew this 

movie would be a piece of cake for her. 

For me, it’s a dream come true. Eat your 

heart out, Sly. Heh heh!'". 

Always a step ahead of himself, 

Schwartzenegger is already in develop-

ment stages for a sequel to the movie, 

entitled, “A Splotch of Blue”, to begin 

filming when/if Ms. Winters 

“...successfully completes her stunt work 

in the first film".

Ms. Winters will change her mind about 

any of it.  She was recently overheard 

announcing from a table at the famous 

“Silver Spoon” Restaurant outdoor patio, 

“Harry Governick is going to be my 

next husband !”
